x. Evidence of Death (numbered list including 3 pieces of evidence THAT SUPPORT/EXPLAIN CAUSE)

xi. Certification Statement (I hereby certify the above to be a correct copy of the Death Certificate filed in this building.)

xii. Registrar (your signature) and Date Issued (due date)

1. Signature and Date should be handwritten (everything else is typed)
c. Certificate is mounted on construction paper provided

d. Certificate is creative and neat/organized (i.e. no glue/tape is showing, Certificate is centered on construction paper, no ink smudges) 

e. On the back of Certificate write your name (first and last) and Reading class period
